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At the Lunasa show, you may have noticed a lot of fresh young faces. That’s because the audience, like
many of Calliope’s concerts this season and last, included nearly 40 students from the University of
Pittsburgh’s groundbreaking PITT ARTS program. These students are coming to shows because of the
shared commitment of Calliope’s Patricia Tanner, Donna Isaac, Phil Smith and Steve Weber to
welcome young adults and put together truly exceptional pre-show educational programming that shows
young adults how much fun traditional folk music can be. Since this partnership began two years ago,
nearly 300 young adults, ages 17 to 21, have been introduced to folk musicians they otherwise might
never have seen, including Sam Bush, Scott Ainslie, Woody Guthrie and Lunasa.

Funded by Pitt’s Office of the Provost and Heinz Endowments, PITT ARTS’ far-reaching goals
include targeting young adults for arts attendance and surveying them to track what motivates—and
what prevents—young adult attendance at arts events. At Calliope concerts, PITT ARTS works closely
with Calliope staffers to develop highly engaging and informative pre-show talks and performances like
Kathy Fallon’s introduction to Celtic music before the Lunasa show, and the blues harmonica workshop
facilitated by Phil Smith and Steve Weber prior to Scott Ainslie. These workshops and talks demystify
unfamiliar music and show students just how fun, exciting and relevant folk music is to the tastes and
concerns of contemporary young people.

We’ve found that once students attend a Calliope show, they come back again and again. Ticket
purchases in 2004-2005 will also provide a barometer of success. We’re in our second year of piloting a
Calliope “Cheap Seats” program here on campus where students have access to a limited number of
discounted tickets to concerts. The Cheap Seats program, which is advertised to nearly 1,200 students,
faculty and staff members, and our free programs, which are promoted via e-mail once a week to the
PITT ARTS undergraduate email list, together represent an extraordinary amount of free advertising
directly to young adults.

Considering that arts organizations nationwide are striving to figure out how to attract younger
audiences, it’s gratifying to know that Calliope is out there on the cutting edge making real inroads and
helping PITT ARTS launch young adults into a lifelong love affair with traditional music.

School’s Out - But the Sound of
Guitars and Percussion Are Just
Beginning

It’s 2 o’clock on a Thursday afternoon and school has just let out at The
Boys & Girls Club of America’s Charter High School in Lawrenceville.
The school is clearing out, but a number of students have collected in the
basement, guitars in hand, ready for some after-hours learning. This is
Calliope’s new educational outreach program, which has just received
funding for its pilot year from The Heinz Endowments and the Grable
Foundation.

Education has long been an essential part of Calliope’s mission. In its
thirteen years of operation, The Calliope School of Folk Music, Dance, and
Craft has enrolled thousands of students from Southwestern Pennsylvania.
Having realized the need for quality music education in Pittsburgh’s public
schools, Calliope is now broadening its educational scope, making the
Calliope School available to students at the Boys & Girls Club School by
offering free music lessons taught by qualified Calliope School instructors.

Mark Tamsula, a longtime Calliope instructor, has been hired to teach
guitar and Jeff Berman, a new addition to Calliope, has been hired to teach
percussion. Both instructors are assisted by Calliope office manager Emily
Rodgers. Throughout the term, guitar and percussion classes are offered,
taught in much the same format as is offered at the Calliope School.
Calliope also plans to conduct a harmonica workshop and a slow jam
course, with the intent of introducing students to the basics of ensemble
performance.

Instructor Mark Tamsula describes the program as, “...A determined
effort from all sides, from those who conceptualized it and worked out the
details, to the people who acquired the funding and provided the instru-
ments, to the kids themselves who decided to take the time to learn to play
music. This is only the beginning, but it demonstrates that everybody is
willing to make it work. Let’s keep it going and see what happens.”
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Over 100 happy folks witnessed 43
students from several Calliope School
classes strut their musical stuff at a
recent Student Showcase at the
Quiet Storm Café in Friendship.

The students and instructors treated
the audience to bluegrass, oldtime,
gospel, and Celtic singing and
playing. In addition, clogging and
bellydancing graced the stage’s
hardwood floors. Beginning students
from clawhammer banjo and mando-
lin to level III students in Irish
Repertoire proved how much fun
making music can be. As a teaser of
what's to come on Friday, May 21 at Calliope’s annual fundraising concert
featuring the Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, the evening ended with the Bluegrass
Harmony class leading a heartfelt version of “Will the Circle Be Unbroken”.
After the formal showcase portion of the evening concluded, several
musicians and dancers took the happy audience a little further on the folk
music journey with impromptu group performances. The next Calliope
School of Folk Music Student Showcase at the Quiet Storm, 5430 Penn
Avenue, will be held Tuesday, June 15, 8 PM.
